Read

Please read the verses listed above three times from at least two different translations. It is
recommended to use at least one ‘word for word’ translation (NKJV, NASB, ESV) and at least
one ‘thought by thought’ translation (NLT, NIV, CSB). Meditate and pray on the passage.

Cultural Snapshot/Historical Background

Corinth was a church where spiritual gifts were present, however, love was absent and this led
to the problems being addressed by Paul like quarrels, selfishness, and pride. Chapter 13 is
often a chapter quoted during weddings, but it has its genesis in talking about how we operate
in the church. No matter what we do, if we do not do it in love, then it is just obnoxious noise.

As time goes on it'll
become possible and easier for you as this will be discussed in group time.

Application

observations and interpretations it is time to consider the application for our own life. Consider
how the text was applied to the original audience and then consider how to bridge the gap from
the biblical world to our modern culture. Write down any applications you discover from the
passage in your notebook or the space below.
